The Mackerel Committee met on March 7, 2007 in Jekyll Island, Georgia.  The committee reviewed the following:
1. Amendment 18 – Gregg Waugh
Amendment 18 has been approved by both the South Atlantic and Gulf of Mexico Fishery Management Council for public hearings.  The first public hearing was held on Tuesday, March 6, 2007 in Jekyll Island, Georgia.  One individual, Ben Hartig, provided input.  Eight additional hearings are scheduled from Hatteras, NC through Islamorada, FL (joint hearing with the Gulf Council).
