MOTION #2.  THE COUNCIL PRE-APPROVED ANY ADDITIONS TO THE SEDAR 16 (KING MACKEREL) TERMS OF REFERENCE THAT ARE APPROVED BY THE GMFMC AND ALSO APPROVED RETAINING THE SAFMC JUNE 2007 MODIFICATIONS TO ASSESSMENT WORKSHOP TERMS OF REFERENCE 8. 

SSC SELECTION 

MOTION #1: THE COUNCIL VOTED TO SEND LETTERS TO SSC MEMBERS: (1) CLARIFYING THE COMMITMENT OF TIME NECESSARY TO PARTICIPATE ON THE SSC; (2) REQUESTING THAT SSC MEMBERS SIGN AND RETURN THE LETTER BY JANUARY 15, 2008 IF THEY AGREE TO REMAIN ON SSC GIVEN THE NEW REQUIREMENTS AND WORKLOAD; AND (3) THANKING ANY MEMBERS WHO DECIDE NOT TO CONTINUE THEIR PARTICIPATION ON THE SSC. THEY ALSO VOTED TO SOLICIT NEW MEMBERS AND CLEARLY INFORM THEM OF THE NEW REQUIREMENTS AND WORKLOAD EXPECTATIONS. THE COUNCIL WILL REVIEW NEW SSC MEMBER APPLICATIONS AT MARCH 2008 MEETING FOR PARTICIPATION AT JUNE 2008 SSC MEETING.

MOTION #1: THE COUNCIL SELECTED ALTERNATIVE 2 AS THE PREFERRED ALTERNATIVE FOR THE ACTION TO ESTABLISH A GAG ALLOCATION (51% COMMERCIAL/49% RECREATIONAL).
MOTION #2: THE COUNCIL VOTED TO INCLUDE SUB-ALTERNATIVE 3C (PREFERRED) FOR THE ACTION TO SPECIFY A SNOWY GROUPER REBUILDING STRATEGY. UNDER THIS ALTERNATIVE THE TAC FOR 2009 WOULD BE 102,960 POUNDS WHOLE WEIGHT UNTIL MODIFIED.
