SCIENTIFIC AND STATISTICAL COMMITTEE TC \l1 "SCIENTIFIC AND STATISTICAL COMMITTEE

The Western Pacific Regional Fishery Management Council shall have a Scientific and Statistical Committee composed of scientists and specialists from State and Federal agencies, academic institutions, and other sources.  Members shall represent a wide range of disciplines required for preparation and review of management plans.  The Chair of the committee shall be appointed by the Chair of the Council after consultation with the Executive and Budget Committee.  No Council member, voting or non-voting, or Council member designee may serve a simultaneous term as a member of the Scientific and Statistical Committee.
The Committee shall:

A.
Identify scientific resources required for the development of management plans and amendments and recommend resources for Plan Teams;

B.
Provide multi-disciplinary review of management plans or amendments and advise the Council on their scientific content;

C.
Assist the Council in the evaluation of such statistical, biological, economic, social, and other scientific information as is relevant to the Council's activities, and recommend methods and means for the development and collection of such information; and

D.
Recommend to the Council the composition of Plan Teams.
