Charge to the Limited Access Privilege Program Advisory Panel (LAPP - AP)

At its June 2009 meeting, the Council approved the following motion:
To establish an Ad Hoc LAPP AP to address both the commercial and recreational sectors for reef fish.  It would have a commercial subgroup and recreational subgroup and each subgroup would work on a LAPP for their respective sector.  The overall LAPP would consider the trading of catch shares as well as other issues.

During its October 2009 meeting, the Council will discuss a charge to the recently appointed Ad Hoc LAPP AP. The charge below has been drafted for the Council’s consideration:

To assist the Council in designing and evaluating management measures that would consider all issues related to the adoption of a reef fish limited access program for the commercial and recreational sectors.  In designing the program, special emphasis would be placed on the trading of catch shares between sectors. 
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
