New Draft Definition for Buoy Gear
There are areas *[X]* where Council input is requested.

Buoy gear means fishing gear consisting of a single drop line made of *[rope (hemp, nylon, poly, spectra or other synthetics) -- No cable or monofilament]* with a terminal weight not to exceed *[10]* pounds, which is suspended from a float.  The gear is free-standing/floating and not connected to other gear or the vessel.  The drop line may be no greater than *[1.5]* times the depth of the water being fished.  A series of no more than *[10]* hooks are suspended from the terminal end of the vertical line.  These hooks may be attached directly to the drop line, or attached as snoods (defined as an offshoot line that is directly spliced/tied to the drop line with a single terminal hook) or as gangions (defined as an offshoot line connected to the drop line with some type of detachable clip and a single terminal hook).

Current definition of buoy gear in § 622.2 - Definitions and acronyms.
Buoy gear means fishing gear consisting of a float and one or more weighted lines suspended therefrom, generally long enough to reach the bottom. A hook or hooks (usually 6 to 10) are on the lines at or near the end. The float and line(s) drift freely and are retrieved periodically to remove catch and rebait hooks.
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
